Dear Parents and Caregivers,


Welcome back to another school year and in particular, welcome to the families who are new to our school.  St. Cyril is a small, but busy community that welcomes, and relies on, parent participation.  Due to our unique dual stream program (Early French Immersion and English), St Cyril has attracted parents/students from as far away as York Region and the greater GTA.

Please read the package fully.  It is packed with information about our upcoming school year and items of interest in the near future.

Register With CSAC

To register with CSAC is free and ensures you receive via email, school documentation that is given out to all the children in the school.  To effectively communicate with the parent community, we’d like you to register with CSAC. Registration forms are included in this package and can be found through our website: http://www.tcdsb.org/stcyril/csac_register.htm  Having your EMAIL address and other contact information allows us to send out timely correspondence as required.   This information will be kept confidential and only your child’s name and phone number will be included on a class list if you so desire.

Please note that registering with CSAC is different than registering with the school. Due to privacy legislation and T.C.D.S.B. policies, CSAC must gather and maintain contact information separate from school records. 

As well, traditionally, CSAC has used the information gathered to create class lists that are distributed early in the year with phone number information.  In order to receive this list, you must indicate (by signature and checkmark) that you are OK with you sharing your personal information with the school community. 

Allergy Awareness – St. Cyril “Nut Free” School:

There are a number of children with several allergies at the school.  To provide a safer environment for these children, St. Cyril is a nut free facility.  Please remember this as you send your child’s lunch and snacks to school.

If your child has allergies, please ensure that the school is made aware of this early in the school year so that appropriate plans can be put in place for their safety at the school.
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Curriculum Night:

Curriculum Night is on Thursday, September 20th, 2007 at 7 p.m. in the school gym.
Curriculum Night is a traditional opportunity to find out about the curriculum for the year.  Please note that this is not an interview with the teacher.  Parents can prepare for the evening by reviewing the curriculum for both the new year, and the year completed, and attending the evening with any specific questions they may have about the program. If you find the evening too short to address your specific needs, consider making an appointment with your child’s teacher to discuss your particular concerns/ family situations with the teacher.  In addition, you can meet your CSAC representatives in the gym on Curriculum Night.  Extra copies of this entire package will be available at that time. 

Student Pick-up and Drop-off:

This is a challenge for our school and best handled with a sense of humour.  We have an enrolment of over 350 students. Most people drive to the school.  Trying to drop off or pick up 300 children in 20 minutes is a logistics nightmare.  All Kindergarten children must be picked up directly from their teacher.  Note: the NEW location for Kindergarten pick-up will be at the West Entrance.  Please be patient while they run in and pick them up.  
Here are some tips and rules:
· Never park in a teacher’s parking spot. Teachers need to be able to get to their class on time everyday.       ALL parking spaces are for staff parking only.  There are no longer any visitor parking spaces.
· If your children are older, consider meeting a short walk away from the school, or a pick-up/drop-off time outside of that 15-minute crunch window.  Participaction!!! 

· Unless the children are hopping out with all their belongings from the car themselves (no trunk unloads), please park or stop the car only if you have a spot by the curb (not in the passing lane).   

· The circle has a traffic direction to it.  Please respect it.

· Parking on Kempford Blvd requires money in the meter.  People have been ticketed on both sides of the road, so please observe all traffic laws.
· Please do not stop in the Bus Zone area located directly in front of the school at any time.

Proposed By-law Changes

The By-law committee proposal to limit the number of parent CSAC members to 17 was defeated at the AGM on June 12, 2007. Based on the dialogue of the evening and the recommendations of the assembly the following modification is being recommended to By-Law 37. 

By-Law 37 currently reads:

The council will consist of not less than 8% of total number of families in the school 

By-Law 37 to be modified to read: 

CSAC Parent/Guardian membership is limited to 8% of families registered at St. Cyril on the day of CSAC elections. Therefore an election of parent/guardian CSAC members will be required if the number of parent/guardian nominees to council exceeds 8% of the total number of families registered at the school on the day of the election.
