What's Happening Today? 

· More than half of 5-17 year olds are not active enough for optimal growth and development. 

· A study of Canadian children aged 6-12 found that only one in five children eat the recommended five or  more servings of vegetables and fruit daily. 

· Children in grade 3 begin to feel dissatisfied with their bodies, develop a desire to be thin and may try to lose weight. 

Does Caffeine Affect Children?

Yes!  Children can become restless and irritable and unable to sleep if they get too much caffeine.  The caffeine in a can of cola can have a strong effect in a small body, especially if the child is not used to its effects.
It is recommended that children's caffeine intakes not exceed the following:
4-6 years
7-9 years
10-12 years
45 mg/day
62.5 mg/day
85 mg/day
(one can of regular cola has 36-46 mg of caffeine)

What causes a rainbow?

Although light looks colorless, it's made up of many colors: red, orange, yellow, green, blue, indigo and violet.  These colors are known as the spectrum.  When light shines into water, the rays of light refract, or bend, at different angles.  Different colors bend at different angles; red bends the least and violet the most.  When light passes through a raindrop at a certain angle, the rays separate into the colors of the spectrum…and you see a beautiful rainbow.
What makes popcorn pop? 

A popcorn kernel is actually a seed.  At its center is a tiny plant embryo, a life form in its earliest phase.  The embryo is surrounded by soft, starchy material that contains water.  Surrounding the embryo is a hard shell.  When  the kernel is heated to about 400 degrees F., the water in the starch turns to steam.  The pressure from the steam causes the kernels shell to explode and the starch to spill out.
